Paul was appointed as the Chief Deputy Director of the Department by Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger in November of 2004. He previously served two terms as Supervisor of Calaveras County representing this rural region form 1997-2004. He served as President of the California State Association of Counties in 2004 becoming only the second supervisor from Calaveras to serve as president in the 110 year history of this organization. Paul proudly served as one of Governor Schwarzenegger’s surrogate speakers during the historic recall campaign in 2003.

Paul is a biologist and graduate of the University of San Francisco. He previously owned and operated Kemoo Trout Hatchery, a rainbow trout aquaculture facility located on the Middle Fork of the Mokelumne River in West Point, California. From 1975 through 2002 the facility annually produced in excess of 100,000 pounds of quality rainbow trout for distribution throughout the high Sierra of Northern California. He also served as President of the Fish and Game Disease Committee for the California Aquaculture Association from 1992-2000. 

An avid outdoorsman who loves the back country, Paul was Captain of the Blue Mountain Search & Rescue Team for the Calaveras County Sheriff’s Department from 1982 through 1997. In this capacity he received several commendations from the California Attorney General’s office for his work in rescuing lost or injured individuals over this time. Paul is certified high angle rescue instructor.
